The exhibition “The Masters of book illustrations: A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva” is
dedicated to creative work of the outstanding Russian and Soviet artist, engraver, water-colour
and landscape painter, memoirist, first woman academician of the Academy of Arts of the
USSR (1949), people’s paintress of the RSFSR (1946) Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva
(1871-1955). This exhibition is the fifth from the raw of exhibitions of the Center of book

culture legacy dedicated to famous book illustrators.

During all her creative career Anna Petrovna played significant role in the art of her
country. Many high achievements of the Russian drawing of the beginning of 20t century are
connected with her name, her watercolours of 1920-1930ths are the classics of the Soviet
artistic culture. A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva didn’t consider herself a book illustrator, but a
wide range of her small black engravings went up with book pages without losing its self-
consistent meaning of gravure.

The exhibition displays Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s works, made as
illustrations for books of the first half of 20th century. A special part of the exhibition includes
books and articles about creative work of the artist and some reproductions of her works.

The catalogue consists of two parts, each part is organized alphabetically and
chronologically. Bibliographic descriptions of books are made according to GOST P 7.0.5-
2008 “Bibliographic reference”.

Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva was born on May 17
(5), 1871 in Saint-Patersburg to a family of a Senator, Privy
Counselor Petr Ivanovich Ostroumos and his wife Mariya
Klimentievna Chekhovich (1851-1921), a daughter of archpriest
Kliment Mikhailovich Chekhovich, the dean of Warsaw
Cathedral.

While Anna Petrovna studied in gymnasium she attended
evening drawing classes of Stieglitz’s school, and after graduating
from gymnasium she entered the etching faculty of the Central
School of Technical Drawing of Baron A. L. Stieglitz. The head
of the faculty, an outstanding master of reproduction engraving
of the end of 19t century Vasily Vasilievich Matai remarked
works of the young artist noting her hand steadiness.

In 1892 she entered the painting faculty under the Imperial
Academy of Arts, and after the general course she attended the
workshops of I. E. Repin. In 1898-1899 Anna Petrovna lived in
Paris, attended the studio of James Abbott McNeill Whistler
(1834-1903), one of the greatest and most wonderful artists who
influenced modern painting. At that time A. P. Ostroumova met
Aleksandr Nikolayevich Benois, who influenced the development

A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s engravings became a remarkable thing in Russian drawing
art of the beginning of 20t century. Her works were approved by her friends, young painters
from art society «Mir Iskusstva» — A. Benois, K. Somov, E. Lansere, M. Dobuzhinsky and
others. Anna Petrovna joined the society and became a participant of all its exhibitions.
A. P. Ostroumova stand at the origins of the magazine «Mir Iskusstva» and from the very
beginning she attended meetings of the editorial staff twice a week, which were held in Benois’
apartment.

In 1902-1904 Ostroumova-Lebedeva engraved a raw of colour engravings of palace and
garden complexes of Tsarskoe Selo, Pavlovsk and Peterhof. By that time the artist found her
hero, earlier she engraved her friends” drawings, drew models and small landscapes. In the
summer in 1901 she got an insight, when she was in Pavlovsk with her parents and sisters. The
painter cut 11 relatively small black and white wood-cuts of views of Saint-Petersburg and
Saint-Petersburg became the main hero of Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s works.
The painter apprehended the beauty and character of the Imperial capital with its provinciality
imposed by the Soviets during her life.

In the spring in 1905 Anna Ostroumova married a chemical laboratory assistant of the
Saint-Petersburg University, future famous scientist and inventor of the synthetic rubber
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Sergey Lebedev. In 1906 because of asthma exacerbation Ostroumova-Lebedeva with her
husband left for Paris, where she met V. Brusov. In 1907 after foreign impressions she made
engravings «Versailles in bloomy, «Paris. The Church of Saint-Severiny, «Saint Cloud». In 1908-
1910 the artist made 11 new colour engravings, which could be called «Petersburg Suite».
A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s graphic style turned to neat and straight.

After 1912 there was a pause in A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s work at Saint-Petersburg
landscape. Then she travelled a lot along her native land and abroad. In 1913 she visited
Holland, Belgium, visited Italy for the third time, in 1914 she visited Spain and France. She
made many watercolour paintings in her journey. They were the base for interesting
engravings.

Anna Petrovna made many portraits, especially in 1920-1939ths. She portrayed
outstanding soviet people: scientist C. V. Lebedev, actor 1. V. Ershov, artists K. F. Bogaevsky
and E. S. Kruglikova, composer S. S. Prokofiev, writer V. V. Veresaev and others.

Her thoughts about art, her creative way and method Anna Petrovna disclosed in her
«Autobiographical notesy, the first volume appeared in 1935, second in 1945, third in 1951.
Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva’s «Notes» were very interesting and substantial. Their
value was in the plenty of exact facts. They gave material for tracing the development of
Russian art.

Her love for the Motherland, for Petersburg A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva proved in the
years if the Great Patriotic War. She did not leave the city and siege because she believed in
victory. In spite of bombing, artillery shelling, starvation she continued working in a cold
room. She painted, engraved, wrote in her diary and some chapters of the second volume of
her «Autobiographical notes». Under her lead and with her works the response of Leningrad
women to women of Scotland was made, as well as a book «Heroic women of Leningrad». To
the best of her abilities she took part in the public life of the city.

Her series of drawings printed as postcards were sold out immediately. She received a lot
of letters from front from unknown heroic Leningrad defenders; it gave her strengths to bear
the brunt.

In 1946 by the order of the Party and Government A. P. Ostroumova-Lebedeva was
awarded with the title of the People’s artist of the RSFSR and was awarded with the order of
the Red Banner of Labour, and in 1949 she became a full member of the Academy of Arts of
the USSR.

The last years of her life she suffered from progressive blindness, but while it was
possible she continued working. Anna Petrovna Ostroumova-Lebedeva died on May 5, 1955;
the day when she was 74 years old.
