The exhibition “The Father of the Russian Theatre” is dedicated to the 200t birthday
anniversary of A. N. Ostrovsky.

Alexander Nikolayevich Ostrovsky (1823-1886), was a Russian playwright whose works
were an important stage of the Russian national theatre. Ostrovsky’s plays has been dramatized
for more than 100 years. Many researchers agree that it was Ostrovsky, who made the modern
theatre: the playwright made a theatrical school and an entire concept of the theatrical acting.

The exhibition shows life-time collected works of Ostrovsky and the most interesting
editions of separate works, published after his death from the fund of the Centre of the book
culture legacy. A significant part of the exhibition shows works about life and works of
Ostrovsky.

The catalogue consists of two parts, each part is each part is organized alphabetically and
chronologically. Bibliographic descriptions of books are made according to GOST P 7.0.5-
2008 “Bibliographic reference”.

Alexander Nikolayevich Ostrovsky (was born on 31
March (12 April) 1823 in Moscow on Malaya Ordynka. The
father of Alexander Nikolayevich was a lawyer (in 1839 he
received a nobility title). The mother of the future playwright
was from a clergyman’s family and died when Alexander was

7 years old.

The family was well off and educated and much time
and money were spent on children’s education. Since his
childhood Alexander knew Greek, French and German, later
learned English, Italian and Spanish.

In 1835 Ostrovsky entered the First Moscow Gymnasium, and in 5 years enrolled into
Moscow University to study law. Then Ostrovsky was a clerk in the Moscow Court of
Consciousness. In 1845 he was transferred to the Commercial Court (till 1851).
Observation of his father’s clients gave Ostrovsky numerous material for hid future

creative work.

In 1846 Ostrovsky took thought to write a comedy and in a year together with an
actor Dmitry Gorev wrote his first play “Sketches of a Zamoskvorechye citizen”. In 1850
Ostrovsky published his first big comedy “It's a Family Affair-We'll Settle It Ourselves” in
the magazine “Moskvityanin”. The play was very successful, but was banned from being
published and produced by the claim of merchants directed to the Emperor. The author
was fired and put under close surveillance of the police (the ban would be lifted in ten
years).

Ostrovsky cooperated with the magazine “Moskvityanin” where he published "The
Poor Bride" in 1851. Since 1853 almost every year new Ostrovsky’s plays were staged for
30 years in the Moscow Maly Theatre and in Alexandrinsky Theatre in St. Petersburg.

In 1856 by the direction of the Great Prince Konstantin Nikilayevich best Russian
writers were sent to visit different Russian regions and provide authoritative accounts of
both the industrial and everyday life there. Ostrovsky (who had to ask for special
permission to be added as a volunteer to the list of eight) travelled from the Volga River's
beginnings down to Nizhny Novgorod and, apart from collecting the information
requested, compiled a dictionary of local terms concerning navigation, shipbuilding and
tishery. Ostrovsky was an artist of words and took many his description of nature and life

to his works.
In 1859 the first edition of the Complete Works was published in two volumes.

In 1881 the Directorate of Imperial Theatres made a special commission for making
new laws regulating work of theatres all over the country. Ostrovsky took an active part in
the commission’s work: he wrote many notes, thoughts and projects of the organization of

work in theatres. Due to him, many changes were admitted which improved actors' salaties.



Since 1883 Ostrovsky got the right for annually pension of 3 000 rubles from the
Emperor. In that year the last literary masterpiece of Alexander Nikolayevich appeared —
the play “Guilty Without Fault”. In two years Ostrovsky was appointed as a supervisor of
the repertoire of Moscow theatres and as a Head of drama school. The playwright tried to
form a new school of realistic acting promoting the most talented actors.

On 2 (14) June 1886 in the estate Schelykovo Alexander Nikolayevich Ostrovsky died

of angina pectotis.

Alexander Ostrovsky was buried in the local cemetery near the church of Saint
Nicholas in Nikolo-Berezhki of the Kostroma region. The funeral was paid by Tsar

Alexander I1I. The widow and children got a pension.
